Following an appearance earlier this year on thg Gknesis
Channel programme World in Focus, Victor HulbertU@

Communication director, accepted an invitationgpear again on
Thursday 3 December to share more beliefs of thergb-day
Adventist Church. Entitled "Simply the Truth", theo-hour non-
scripted programme was chaired by Doug Harris,ctbreof the

Reachout Trust. He was joined by Baptist and @ariswriter,

Gerard Crispin of the Daylight Prison Trust.

The discussion was scheduled to range from theadapBalvation and Creation, to the State of the
Dead and Biblical Guidance. However, it began where last programme ended with Gerard
Crispin's view that "the jury is still out" on winetr or not Adventists are a cult. He based trasrcl

on the status placed in article 18 of our Statenoéri@eliefs that Ellen White is "a continuing and
authoritative source of truth" and that this appdato challenge the authority of the Bible. In
response, it was emphasised that Ellen White Hehsel never claimed this and that her writings
always pointed the reader to scripture.

Initial discussion of the Sabbath began with accondthe importance placed in Genesis on the
sanctity of God's holy day of rest. Naturally, mpn differed on whether or not New Testament
interpretation justified the view that the seveddy was replaced with a celebration of Christ's
resurrection. Gerard held the view that it was fihincipal' of the Sabbath that was important,thet
actual day. This led to a lively discussion. ¥Wicivas challenged by a caller to respond to Adsgenti
claims that those who did not keep the SabbathdvoaVve the mark of the beast. In response, he said
that Revelation was clear that, in the last dayerwprophecy predicted Christians would be faced
with stark choices in keeping God's law, this wonldeed be the case.

Whilst there was agreement that there will be artujudgement, there were clearly opposing views
on the security of our salvation. However, it vimsnted out that not all non-Adventist Christians
shared the view that "once saved, always savedtimétely, the question hinged on free choice or
pre-destination, and viewers' emails and calls \gereerally more supportive of the Adventist positio
that our security is in faith and dependence omsl&€hrist. However if we consciously choose to
drop away from our faith, God will allow us thedrehoice to do so.

Given time constraints and the way in which phamedand emails can divert discussion, expectations
that all the beliefs under scrutiny could be fudlyplored were unrealistic. However, the programme
ended on a positive note with the presenter's stiggethat, if the participants agreed, there veaps

for a further programme.

In comments and emails sent to the Communicatipari@ent following the programme Jill states, "
am pleased that you showed a tolerant, acceptirtgdst - hopefully other Christians will be less
suspicious about Adventism per se!" Janet addg W&re... impressed by what you said and feel
you represented the Church very well." Sittingwatgroup of Adventist viewers Natalie stated, "you
thought on your feet very well and answered allghestions in a sensible and clear way."

It is easy to be defensive of our beliefs. Viddrope is that open discussion like this helpsrethe
understand the core of Adventist faith in an oped tmansparent manner. He stated, "Dialogue with
other Christians builds bridges, and while it ismewvhat nerve-racking to be quizzed in a programme



like this | am very positive about the impressidrihe Church gained by the viewers." He also noted
that it helped him think about what is importand @entral in his own faith.

One gained the lasting impression that Adventi§efseexposed in this way might, through the Holy
Spirit, encourage viewers to explore the scriptdeesfurther guidance, enlightenment and spiritual
fulfilment.

The project in Ghana will address chronic food sges in the north of thd
country and help 10,000 farmers to improve thetodf@ecurity and income
level.

The projects with a total value of €2.3 million aefinanced by ADRA-UK and the EC, where our
contributions vary between 5 and 25%.

For the Ghana project the European Commission imgllease each pound ADRA-UK provides to
£13.
